On the occasion of the centennial of Le Corbusier’s famous ‘Journey to the East’
(Voyage d/Orient) in 1911, the distinguished Professor of History of Architecture
William J.R. Curtis was at METU Faculty of Architecture on November 14th,
2011; to give a Lecture titled “Light as an Absence of Shadow / Resonances of

Le Corbusier’s “Voyage d'Orient’”. The METU JFA Interview with Curtis, about
the relation of Sinan with Le Corbusier, the hidden tensions in architectural
historiography and the relation of design to history, will be published in our next
issue.
