EDITORIAL

In the six years of existence of this Journal, we have been
trying to generate discussions on many varied subjects from
_arts to computer—-aided designs, from historical and

psychological aspects of enviropmental problems to the
issues included in ergonomics and regional planning. In this
broad scope, we have also tried to draw attention to
environments built by non-professionals.

We beleive that enviromment shaped by the non-architects,

i.e. by the non-professionals who are not "institutionalized",
is as important gs the enviromment shaped by the professionals,

if not more. It is important for.two reasons : on one hand,
all the countries without exceptionm are full with examples
of vernacular which is a reference to certain aspects of the
past} and on the other, in most of the countries especially
those of the third world, there exists a neo-vernacular
specifically in the realm of housing which is a reference
not only te present but a clear indication to some of the
socio-architectural facets of enviromment shaping. Since
neither the architectural and planning activity nor the arts,
or in short the envirommental activity cam be detached from
the other realmg of life activity, it is worthwhile to
exhibit the interaction of environmental activity and all
the other aspects of life that are expressed through
different disciplines such -as anthrgpology, sociology,
psychology, economics, polltlcs and the rest.

Rather than the independent forms of architecture and 311
other forms of design, the relationship of these and end .
products with different constituents that influence, or in
some cases determine the shaping of the particular form,
emerge as more critical issues. In other words, the process
becomes Lmportant to be focused on. In this process,
architecture in change, technology and urban form, lecal
environmental problems, traditionalism and historicism,
modernism and post-modernism, and the likes all find their
places to be expressed with the due focus depending on the
criticality of the issue in a given place.

It is our contention that academic and professicmal Journals
are powerful educational leverages. Therefore, we would like
to encourage once more all those individuals who are willing
to contribute to the discussion of the "vernacular" and
"wyernacularism" in enviremmental design in order to have a
better understanding of ocur envircoment. This subject, in
our belief, has not yet been treated fully-theoretically

" or practically-respeetive of its potential to shed some
light onto the complexities of envirommental problems; and
we strongly beleive that it is & very important area to be
explored more thoroughly, at least an area that has been
long neglected except the praiseworthy studies and research
works of very few academicians and professionals.
